Guidelines:

1. Each application must include this completed form and two letters of recommendation from persons familiar with your musical ability, sending these materials to David Mennicke at the address below.
2. Applicants may audition in person or submit a recording. For in-person auditions, Concordia can provide an accompanist for in-person auditions; a copy of your music must be received a week in advance.
3. For the audition, it is best to do two contrasting pieces; total length of the audition pieces should be 4-6 minutes. Music should be classical contest-level material. Singers will also be asked to vocalize from the middle of their range to their top and bottom; instrumentalists will also play two scales of their choice.

4. 15-minute in person audition (or Zoom interview) slots with the music faculty are available these Fridays, 4:30-6:00 pm: October 21, February 3, 10, 17. Call 651-641-8828 or email dmennicke@csp.edu to schedule. 

5. If submitting a recording, students may send digital recording directly to dmennicke@csp.edu as an email attachment or as link to a shared file. 
6. February 21 is the priority deadline for consideration if a recorded audition is submitted.
7. To be considered for music scholarships, students must:

a) Be accepted for admission to Concordia, St. Paul.
b) Have your FAFSA reported to Concordia, St. Paul (only if you are seeking additional aid).
c) Will be enrolled in 2022-2024 as a full-time traditional undergraduate student at Concordia.
d) Note:  LCMS church work tuition guarantee recipients are not eligible for this scholarship.

8. Award amounts vary from $500 to $1,000, depending on audition quality, recommendations, academic strength, financial need, and program of study.

9. Recipients are expected to enroll in at least one music lesson ($215 fee per semester for ½-hour weekly lessons) and four hours/week of Concordia University ensemble(s) for the entire academic year. 
10. The music department will notify applicants of audition results by March 31.
